are straight and evenly spaced, and tighten the remaining

slats in an alternating sequence. (Attention to numbers 5-12 on

image below and continue pattern till all slats are securley fastened)
After the slats are secured, tighten the two bolts on the rung, and
then tighten the lag screws on the center brace.
